Recommendations to the farmers: 

Crop Pest/Disease Damage symptoms Control measures 

 Take deep summer ploughing after harvesting of rabi crops, due to overturning of the soil in 

summer ploughing the sharp rays of sun enters the soil and kills the eggs, larvae and pupae 

of pests. This avoid the spread of the pests in the next growing season. 

 Due to dry weather prevail for next four days, farmers may take up irrigation to the dry 

land horticultural crops and other field crops depending on soil and crop condition. 

Tomato  Fruit borer 

For every 25 rows of tomato grow one row of marigold cultivar 

African tall. The marigold seedlings about 35-40 days old. If borer 

problems exceeds 10 per cent spray 4 per cent. NSKE or 1.0 g. 

Methomil 40 SP. in a lit. water. 

Cowpea Aphids 

Several individuals suck the sap from tender shoots, flower buds, 

flowers, leaves and tender pods. Yellowing of leaves, shrivelled 

grains and sooty mold on leaves. To manage this pest spray 

Dimethoate – 30 EC. @ 1.7 ml./liter water spray. 200 lit. Spray 

mixture/acre. 

watermelon Sucking pests 

For control of sucking insects in water melon install 8 – 10 yellow 

sticky traps per acre. When the infestation is sever spray 

melathion 50  EC @  1 ml/lit water. 

Sugarcane 

Trash 

management 

 

Sugarcane trash can be converted into compost or spread the 

trash in alternate rows and give irrigation, apply 15 kg urea 

with 5% cow dung slurry and sprinkle on trash. 

Application of fluorotous microbes at 5 kg /acre on trash or  

1 -1.5 t press mud will enhance the fast degradation of trash.

Remove and burn the severly affected fronds. 

On community basis feed the Manocrotophos 36 SL. to the palm 

through root. 

Method: A meter away from trunk, dig out and select brown 

coloured pencil thickness size root. Cut the root in a slanting 

position. To the polythene bag (size of 15 cm. length 4 cm. 

breadth) add 7.5 to 10 ml. Monocrotophos 36 SL. with equal 

quantity of water, introduce and immerse cut end of the root in 

insecticide mixture and tie the bag with thread. 

The palm absorb the chemical within a period of 24 hours, if not 

after 48 hours select another root to feed the chemical. Not to 

harvest tender coconuts/matured coconuts for 30 days from date 

of chemical treatment. 

 

Cattle 

management 

during 

summer 

months 

 Maximum temperature expected to rise in coming days so tie the livestock 

animals in shade / cool place. 

 Put 4-6 inches of grass cover on the cattle shed, water 2-3 times in the 

afternoon and also water the floor and walls of the cattle shed. This keeps the 

cattle shed fairly cool. 

 Arrangements should be made so that air can flow easily in the cattle shed. 

 Clean water should be given to the cattles. 

 Don’t allowed the cattle to graze during afternoon period when the 

temperature is high, cattles should be allowed to graze in the morning or 



 evening time.
