Symptoms: Yellowing of leaves, drying of leaf margin
followed by burning of entire leaf, bottom portion of the shoot
with water soaked soft, orange coloured rhizomes turn to
brown colour, gradual rotting of such rhizomes.

To manage this disease by drench the base of the plants with
2.0 g. Captan 50 WP or 2.0 g. Metalaxyl - MZ 72WP. In a
lit.water.

Topdressing
and
intercultivation

Provide topdressing in 3 splits, first topdressing should be given
in 45 days after planting with 20% nitrogen, second is to be given
after 75 days after planting using 30% of total nitrogen. The final
topdressing should be given after 105 days with the remaining 40%
nitrogen.Application of fertilizers in between ploughed rows of both
sides will be more efficient use of fertilizers possible. Alternatively
provide the fertilizers surrounding seedlings with 4 - 5 depth.
