The Post Graduate Diploma in Agriculture (PGDA) is a one year (two- semesters)
course offered by the University on a distance learning mode. The program offers an
excellent opportunity to study systematically the different subjects of agriculture and build

the confidence among farm science graduates.

Objective of the PGDA
To enhance the technical competence of farm science Graduates in Agriculture and

Allied subjects.

Eligibility: Bachelor’s Degree in Agriculture and Allied Sciences from a recognized State
Agriculture Universities (SAUSs).

Medium of instruction : English

Duration ¢ One year (two semesters)




GENERAL INFORMATION & ADMISSION PROCEDURE

Candidates are required to read the prospectus carefully before filling out the Application
Form for admission to the PGDA. The prospectus provides general information and is

subject to the provisions of the relevant Academic regulations.
The Right of Admission is reserved by the University.

Candidates  may  download  application  forms  from UASB  website
http://www.uasbangalore.edu.in and/ or application may be obtained in person from the
Distance Education Unit. Directorate of Extension., UAS, GKVK Bangalore-560 065, by
paying a fee of Rs. 100/- through cash / DD drawn in favor of Comptroller, UASB,

payable at Bangalore.

The filled in application downloaded through the website may be submitted along with
the prescribed fee of Rs. 100/- in the form of on Account Payee Demand Draft drawn in

favor of Comptroller, UASB and payable at Bangalore.

The filled in application in all respects along with copies of relevant documents should be
submitted either in person or by post, to the Director of Extension, Directorate of
Extension. UAS. GKVK Bangalore-560 065. on or before the last date for submission.

The Application Fee is non-refundable and no correspondence on this subject will be

entertained.

Incorrect and incomplete applications are liable for rejection. Admission of a candidate
may be cancelled at any time. if any information furnished by the candidate at the time of
admission is found to be incorrect or if the candidate has been wrongly admitted due to
any reason.

Criteria for selection of candidates

On receiving and scrutinizing the applications, the list of selected candidates will be
prepared based on academic qualifications. The Admission Committee will be the final

authority to decide the number of candidates to be admitted.

Verification of all the original certificates will be done on a fixed date (see the
calendar of events) during the beginning of the first semester and you have to pay the
prescribed fee. The students are required to produce their origina! certificates. Students will
be permitted to appear for the semester-end examination only after this verification. Until

then, their admission will be provisional.




Enrollment

On payment of course fee, students will be informed of their enrollment number
which will also be displayed on their enrollment cards. The enrollment number will continue
for a maximum period of two vears. or until the course is completed, whichever is earlier.

The same number will be used as the examination roll number of the student.

Self Learning Study Material

The admitted / enrolled candidates should be provided with self-learning study material for

each course at the beginning of each semester and the same can also be obtained from the

Distance Education Unit in person.

Contact Classes and Project Work

Candidates admitted to the program are required to attend contact classes in
Bangalore on their own. They also have to carry out project work as per the guidelines for the

project work that will be sent separately to the admitted students.
